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PMS Die-casting is the UK's most progressive zinc die-casting manufacturer and 
remains one of the country’s most competitive zinc die-casting suppliers to industry. 
 

The Rotherham-based company wanted to grow the business but was limited by the 
available energy resources needed to improve operational efficiency.  Using funding 
secured by NAMTEC, industrial consultants E9 Ltd were brought in at a fraction of the 
normal charge to carry out a plant assessment. 

 
E9 helped the company invest £200,000 in 
new production plant whilst reducing 
unnecessary supply development costs.  By 
following E9’s improvement 
recommendations, the company has 
improved the efficiency of the production 
capacity and compressed air use whilst 
decommissioning and outsourcing the 
electric paint line and cutting maximum 
demand by 50%.  

 

The above was achieved by E9 providing PMS Die-casting with advice and information 
on opportunities to create electricity capacity and outlining alternative improvements to 
objectives and planned investment in new plant.   
 

Electrical metering was used to identify process patterns to benchmark plant, whilst 
Trackdown environmental software, provided by E9, enabled the company to analyse 
macroscopic patterns making it possible to create models for new patterns along with 
providing guidance when evaluating the energy performance of new machines of 
various sizes. 

 
PMS Diecasting was provided with a 
technical report and a plan identifying 
additional capacity for new plant to meet 
growth demands. 
 

The help given to PMS Diecasting was 
provided as part of the BAT2 Project which 
encourages companies to adopt “Best 
Available Techniques” to deal with 
environmental issues.   All companies 
taking part in the project have saved at least 10% of their energy costs an in some 
cases considerably more.
